Medicine Valley- Improved weather does 
result in improved attendance. Attendance for 
Sunday services at Newtown has been up in 
both Sunday School and worship.  However, 
we presently seem to have numerous children 
and few adults involved on a regular basis. 
Attendance of adults at our week night Home 
Bible Study groups at Humphreys and Reger 
remains strong.  The third group, recently 
started at Newtown, is experiencing somewhat 
slower development but shows promise of ful-
filling a definite need.

 We presently have an opportunity to secure 
the services of a Mission Service Corps couple 
who would assist with the work for at least two 
years. They would assist with expanding the 
Home Bible Study Groups and with the sum-
mer sports program, and provide assistance in 
the Sunday School and music ministry at the 
Chapel at Newtown. 
Pray God’s Spirit lead as we contemplate the 
possibility of their coming to work with us.  We 
thank God for the prayers and financial sup-
port of God’s people as we determine to share 
the good news of salvation with the people of 
our Medicine Valley area.
