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Alpha – On July 11th We will be 
having our church picnic at 6pm at 
Moberly Park.  We will be having hot 
dogs and hamburgers and those at-
tending bringing a side dish. 

  

Edinburg– On May 31st, 59 people participated 
in a “Top Ten Favorite Hymn” sing.  Everyone 
enjoyed an evening of music featuring a count 
down of our top ten favorites interspersed with 
specials from several members and followed with 
a meal and fellowship. 

Our Vacation Bible School was held June 8th 
through June 12th with an average attendance of 
34 children and 29 adults.  Our closing ceremo-
nies were Friday, June 12th with the handing out 
of certificates followed by a carnival on the play-
ground.  Food was served and games were 
played.  There were 115 in attendance.  We had 
three children fill out cards indicating they wanted 
to accept Jesus as their personal Lord and Sav-
ior. 

On Sunday, June 14, Children’s Church pre-
sented the special for the adult congregation.  
Songs were sang that they had learned from Va-
cation Bible School.  During our services one 
child came forward and accepted Christ as her 
personal Lord and Savior. 

Our annual fish fry was held the evening of June 
14th. Carry-in salads and desserts were also 
served.  There were 77 in attendance. 

Upcoming events include our Children’s Church 
singing for the residents at East View Nursing 
Home on June 29th and they will celebrate the 
Fourth of July on Sunday, July 5th during our 
regular evening services.  There will be hot dogs, 
a balloon launch and cake and homemade ice 
cream. 

Medicine Valley- On Sunday, May 31st we 
were privileged to baptize two adults into fel-
lowship with the family of God meeting at the 
Chapel at Newtown. 

In May we provided food assistance to 25 fam-
ily units (85 individuals) through the Food Pan-
try at Newtown. 

Time spent on the basketball court followed by 
devotional services regularly draw 13 to 16 
children and youth on Sunday evenings at the 
Ministry Center in Harris. 

We are praying for God to provide additional 
volunteer workers so the program can be ex-
panded to include a couple of weekday ses-
sions as well. 

The Home Bible Study Group meeting in New-
town is proving quite interesting and a definite 
powerful tool to reach more people. 

We presently have potential for organizing a 
similar group in the Humphreys/Reger area. 
Unless a volunteer worker is found this will 
need to wait until we complete the present 
studies with the group at Newtown. 

We continue in need of volunteers to come and 
assist with completion of several property 
maintenance projects. 

Shelburne plans to send workers to install the 
needed handicap ramp at Newtown and assist 
with placing fill dirt around the basketball court 
and a driveway extension at the Ministry Cen-
ter. 

Our greatest need is for someone, volunteers 
or contract workers to install a new roof on the 
Chapel. 

Our Vacation Bible Schools will both be the 
week of July 6-10.  The Humphreys/Reger/
Osgood school at Humphreys will be in the 
afternoon.  The Newtown/Harris school at New-
town will be in the evening. 

Thanks to all for your prayers and support of 
our ministry and this, “mission in your own 
backyard”.

Guy and his wife, Kathy, 
have been called and commissioned by the North 
American Mission Board as Church Planters in 
Kansas and Nebraska.
