Edinburg– It’s that time of year 
again.  On Tuesday, March 16, 2010 
we held our first Vacation Bible 
School meeting.  We had a good 
group present (and are blessed with 
an excellent VBS leader) and are 
looking forward to a good year.  
 

On Saturday, April 3, we held our Pre-Easter 
breakfast in the fellowship hall.  The meal was 
prepared by several men of the congregation. 
There were 59 in attendance. 
 
On Thursday, April 1st, Eric Hines, a Tiger Cub

On Sunday, April 11, our Children’s Church cele-
brated their fourth year anniversary.
