Jesse made a trip to the Missouri Baptist
Children’s Home in Brighton, Mo, in September,
taking comforters and touring the facilities there.
We also have some comforters ready to go to
Sonrise Children’s Home.

The Mustard Seed will be moving to a new loca-
tion and expanding our facility. We thank the
Lord working through one of our church families
to make this possible.

We will be partnering with Jameson Baptist
Church to provide the meal for Celebrate Recov-
ery on November 14th.

Medicine Valley- The Baptist Chapel at New-
town now has an attractive and quite service-
able handicap ramp and additional entry door
thanks to volunteer workers from Shelburne
Baptist Church.

Our thanks to the following individuals who
spent much time sweat and labor on this pro-
ject: John Rice, Jim Overton, Pastor Brad
Walker, Dick Lanning, Dean Harp, Lou Bank-
son, Darin Schlatter, Wes Bland, and Jim &

A new roof has also been installed on the build-
ing, subcontracted under auspices of Richtech
of Trenton and Wagler Metals of James-
port. The new green metal roof greatly en-
hances the appearance of the building. In addi-
tion, a crew of local workers, along with the pas-
tor has waterproofed the basement walls, laid
new floor tile throughout the basement area,
repainted exterior trim, made minor repairs to
water damaged ceilings and installed a new
basement door and hung eve troughs.

We have also installed carpet and painted two
upstairs rooms at the Ministry Center in Har-
ris. Work yet to be done at Harris includes the
installation of two retaining walls and placing fill
dirt around the basketball court and in a new
driveway.

At the Chapel we still have a restroom to install
on the sanctuary level to make the worship area
entirely handicap accommodating. Volunteer
help from any area churches would be most
welcome in completing these remaining pro-
jects.

Plans for November include moving evening
services from the Ministry Center to the Chapel
for the winter months, and practice sessions
each evening, after the first Sunday, on the
Children’s Christmas Program.

On the first Sunday in November we will be
viewing the movie, The Pistol, “Birth of a Leg-
end” including the personal testimony of “Pistol
Pete Marovich ’ to his saving faith in Christ Je-
Sus.
