August 24th we 
joined two other local churches for an evening 
picnic in the park with a community choir and a 
worship service afterwards.  We have plans for a 
block party on September 27th with the ISE 
Team coming again. 
 
Lineville– On July 26, we hosted a back-to-
school fair.  Around 20 children came and got 
school supplies.  Most of the children and fami-
lies that came were unchurched, giving us many 
contacts to follow up on. We also signed up 10 
children for the after-school program which starts 
on September 3rd.  
 
Sandy Woodside presented information about 
the Baptist Children’s Home for our July Mission 
Study.  We sent her back with several school 
supplies and children’s clothes and are planning 
a trip to the Apple Festival in September. 
 
On August 10th, Rachel Alley, a college student, 
gave a presentation on her mission trip to Bue-
nos Aires, Argentina. We ended the evening with 
a time of refreshments and fellowship. 

Medicine Valley- At the time of this writing, 
Monday, August 18, we are just completing an 
event filled summer.  During the past three 
months Allen Reger and I have made over four 
hundred home visits in the communities of New-
town, Harris, Osgood, Humphreys and Reger. 

As a result we have located over 300 families in 
our ministry area who are not in regular atten-
dance in church services anywhere.  We are in 
hopes of seeing some of these present in the 
Evangelistic Crusade at Humphreys.  We trust 
that as you read this the Crusade will have re-
sulted in people having come to know the Lord as 
their personal Savior. 

Our summer sports ministry will have concluded 
with a wiener roast and a viewing of the movie 
“The Pistol, Birth of a Legend” on Sunday night 
August 31 at the Ministry Center.  There have 
been over thirty children and youth involved in the 
program of basketball practice coupled with devo-
tionals.  Two of these have made their profession 
of faith in Christ as a result of the accompanying 
devotional studies.  

Through the food pantry we are presently helping 
to meet the food needs of some 50 family 
units.  Our food pantry is regularly open the third 
Thursday of each month from 3:00 p.m. to 5:00 
p.m.  September distribution however, is to be on 
the 2nd Thursday (September 11) due to a sched-
uling conflict. 

We are presently considering the development of 
three programs in our ministry here.  One is the 
development of Home Bible Study Groups at 
Newtown and at Humphreys.  Second is the use 
of Team Kid materials on Sunday nights at Harris 
and perhaps at Humphreys on Home Bible Study 
nights.  The third is to establish a Celebrate Re-
covery program utilizing the Ministry Center at 
Harris for group meetings.  For us to be able to 
initiate these ministries we will need more work-
ers available than we presently have, so we are, 
“praying the Lord of the harvest to send forth 
workers, for the fields are white unto harvest”.

Thanks again for the prayers and financial sup-
port of God’s people throughout the association.

We are 
starting a new Community Night in Ravanna 
every third Friday eve..  We will invite everyone to 
come for games, music, food, and hopefully we 
can reach more people in town.  We will have a 
fall Revival beginning the last week in September 
through the first of October.  Reverend Parker 
Dailey will be the speaker. Hope all has a Blessed 
and wonderful month!  

Trenton First– August 17th we had an all 
church “Kickoff” breakfast sponsored by our Sun-
day School   A good number attended.

Bring to Fish Fry on October 4th. 
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A small group of teenagers in Burleson, Texas,, came together for a DiscipleNow weekend in early 
1990. They came seeking God. Little did they know how powerfully God was about to move. On 
Saturday night God penetrated their hearts like never before. The students were broken before 
God and burdened for their friends. Compelled to pray, they drove to three different schools that 
night. Not knowing exactly what to do, they went to the school flagpoles and prayed for their 
friends, schools, and leaders. Those students had no idea how God would use their obedience.  
God used what He did among those teenagers and others who were holding similar prayer meet-
ings at their schools to birth a vision in the hearts of youth leaders across Texas. The vision was 
that students throughout Texas would follow these examples and meet at their school flagpoles to 
pray simultaneously. The challenge was named See You at the Pole at an early brainstorming ses-
sion. The vision was shared with 20,000 students in June 1990 at Reunion Arena, in Dallas, Texas.  
 
Only God had envisioned how many students would step up to the challenge. At 7:00 a.m. on Sep-
tember 12, 1990, more than 45,000 teenagers met at school flagpoles in four different states to 
pray before the start of school.  

A few months later, a group of youth ministers from all over the country gathered together for a na-
tional conference in Colorado. Many of them reported that their students had heard about the 
prayer movement in Texas and were equally burdened for their schools. No other events had been 
planned, but it was clear that students across the country would be creating their own national day 
of student prayer. There was no stopping them.  

On September 11, 1991, at 7:00 a.m., one million students gathered at school flagpoles all over the 
country. From Boston, Massachusetts, to Los Angeles, California, students came together to pray. 
Some sang, some read Scripture, but most importantly, they prayed. Like those first students, they 
prayed for their schools, for their friends, for their leaders, and for their country.  
 
As in all great movements of prayer, See You at the Pole™ did not begin in the hearts of people. It 
began in the heart of God. God used the obedience of a small group of teenagers to ignite what 
has become an international movement of prayer among young people.  
 
Since 1991, See You at the Pole™ has grown to God-sized proportions. Within only a couple of 
years, students were praying in several countries around the world. Now, more than 3 million stu-
dents from all 50 states participate in SYATP. Students in more than 20 countries take part. In 
places like Canada, Guam, Korea, Japan, Turkey, and the Ivory Coast, students are responding to 
God and taking seriously the challenge to pray.
